Flush Mount Application

- Position the Mini Stopper centrally over the device to be
protected and mark the position for the two fixing holes.
Using a 5mm masonary drill bit, drill the marked holes and
insert the size 4-8 rawl plugs provided. )

+ When fixed to the wall, fit the small ‘snap on" hinge cover | |
over the top of the fixing screws for extra protection.
